As ever, the summer was largely smartphone-free for the young people who came to us. To
our knowledge, two ‘smuggled’ a phone in. One was very homesick. This sad feeling was
enhanced when he heard a familiar voice from home. Soon after the phone was removed,
the black cloud of homesickness lifted and the tears at the end were for a very different
reason. The other case was that a slight illness was treated by Matron, but the parental
reaction was that her intervention was inadequate. A hospital visit was insisted on. The
treatment was exactly what Matron had been doing. The two ‘Telephone Sundays’ will be
from 10.00 to 13.00 only to stop such over-reactions. After 53 summers, we do know what
we are doing and there are good reasons for having phones available only on occasions.
There are also good reasons that Course is for four weeks. For those new to us, real
progress takes place after week 17%. Those who came for a shorter period missed out on
the benefit of the experience.

In the
meantime | continue to function. Having the influence over young people’s lives that
Vacational Studies has given me is a huge privilege. My thanks to all those who entrust their
children to our care.
